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This heater must be properly placed before it is used. 

DO NOT tamper with or change the opera�on of this heater.  

All service should be preformed by an authorized service 

representa�ve. Only replace components with King approved 

replacement parts.  

Opera�on: 

1. A�er the electric heater has been completely placed, the 

thermostats should be turned to LOW or NO HEAT 

posi�on. 

2. Plug unit into grounded outlet, Do not use extension 

cords. 

3. Turn thermostats to highest posi�on and wait 3 to 5 

minutes. Check to see that all heaters are opera�ng. 

Should any not be opera�ng, disconnect power and check 

wiring. 

4. Allow en�re system to operate steadily for 1/2 hour. 

This should remove oily residue from manufacturing. 

(Some smoking may occur).  

Selec�ng desired temperature on the thermostat: 

To adjust the temperature to your requirements, turn the 
dial on the thermostat clockwise all the way to turn heater 
on.  When the room reaches  the desired temperature, turn 

the thermostat knob counter clockwise 
un�l you hear the click.  Leave in this  
posi�on to maintain the room  
temperature at this se�ng. For addi�onal  
heat, turn clockwise un�l you hear the 
click and the heater will turn on. 

 

A safety limit control is provided to turn off the heater 

automa�cally if it is blocked or otherwise overheats due to 

an abnormal condi�on. DO NOT bypass or remove this safety 

device from the electrical circuit. During normal use, this 

safety control should not operate. If you find that this control 

is opera�ng, make sure the heater is not being blocked. If it 

con�nues to cycle the heater off, disconnect power to heater 

and have it checked and repaired by a qualified electrician. 
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
