General Wiring Diagram

0-10V Dimmable Wiring:

HOT D BLACK
e NEUTRAL B WHITE
GROUND D GREEN
(+) DIM V+ B PURPLE
(-) DIM V- D GRAY

1.) Connect the black fixture wire to the HOT LINE supply wire.
2.) Connect the white fixture wire to the NEUTRAL supply wire.
3.) Connect the green fixture wire to supply ground wire.

4.) If non-dimming cap purple and gray wires.

5.) Connect the purple fixture wire to the (V+) DIM wire.

6.) Connect the gray fixture wire to the (V-) DIM wire.

1. Open the front cover with a screwdriver.

2. Connect the junction box to the lamp housing.

3. Put the LED fixture through the hole and put it on the

T-shaped grid, then rotate the earthquake clips on the
four fixture corners, as shown in the position in the figure,
about 90°,and hang the fixture above the grid. This will
protect the fixture from vibration.

4, Open driver input-end cover.
(See Fig. 4)

5. Through the conduit, the power feed is connected to the
wiring terminal; make sure the connection is solid and
reliable.

6. Install the front cover.
