Step 1:

Measure and verify pole outer diameter. Place Tenon adapter on the
2-3/8” * 4” O.D. Tenon. Tighten all the provided 6 (M8x20mm) set screws.
Pull cable through center hole.

Step 2:

Place and hold the fixture with bracket onto Tenon adapter. Secure with
the provided 2 (M10) hex bolts and washers on the top of the Tenon
adapter. This may require holding set screws In place with allen wrench.

Step 3:
Loosen the Locking Bolt of the bracket and adjust the angle (6x15°) of
the fixture as desired. Tighten the Locking Bolt.

Step 4:
Wire to luminaire according to luminaire installation manual.

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Servicing

* To avoid personal injury, disconnect power to the light and allow the unit to cool down before performing
maintenance.

* Perform visual, electrical, and mechanical inspections on a regular basis. The environment and frequency
of use should determine this. However, it is recommended that checks be made at least once a year.
Frequency of use and environment should determine this.

* The external glass should be cleaned periodically to ensure continued luminaire performance. Clean the
glass with a clean, damp, non-abrasive, lint-free cloth. If this is not sufficient, use a mild soap or a liquid
cleaner. Do not use an abrasive, strong alkaline or acid cleaner as damage may occur.

* Inspect the cooling fins on the luminaire to ensure that they are free of any contamination
(i.e. excessive dust build-up). Clean with a non-abrasive cloth if needed.

* Mechanically check that all parts are properly assembled.

* Electrically check to make sure that all connections are clean and tight.
