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INSTALLATION:

1. Locate and remove the 4 Philips-head screws located on the sides of the junction box
base to separate the base plate and fixture.

2. Remove the conduit plug closest to the incoming supply wire feed.

3. Feed the supply wires through the conduit hole and connect to the terminal block on the fixture
base (see wiring diagram).

4. Install the base on a wall or ceiling in the desired location using the built-in knockouts and
appropriate hardware for the mounting surface.

5. Install the fixture to the base plate using the 4 Philips-head screws removed in the first step.

CLEANING AND MAINTENANCE

» To maintain the fixture efficacy occasional cleaning of the outer lens surface may be needed.
» Use a mild soap or detergent, which is essentially neutral pH (pH approximately 6 to 8), nonabrasive, and

* Rinse with clean, cold water and wipe dry. Disconnect power before servicing
